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SEASON REVIEW STORY

Clemson participated in the NCAA Tournament for
the 27th time in the last 28 years during the 2014 sea-
son. The Tigers became one of only 14 schools in the
nation to play in the NCAA Tournament each of the last
six seasons (2009-14). It was Clemson’s 39th NCAA
Tournament overall, fifth-most in the nation.

With its 36-25 overall record, Clemson had a win-
ning record for the 50th year in a row, the third-longest
active streak in the nation. The Tigers’ 15-14 ACC reg-
ular-season record was Clemson’s 20th winning mark
in 21 seasons under Head Coach Jack Leggett. Includ-
ing ACC Tournament games, Clemson’s 17-15 record
against ACC teams was fourth-best in the league.

Offense was the key to Clemson’s success. The Ti-
gers won their last 18 games when scoring at least five
runs and their last 20 games when scoring at least six
runs. Clemson was one of the ACC’s top-hitting teams,
as it batted .274 and led the ACC in both doubles and
steals. The Tigers’ 116 doubles tied for 18th in the na-
tion, while their 89 steals tied for 20th in the nation.

Five of Clemson’s nine starters in the field earned
AllI-ACC honors. Garrett Boulware, Tyler Krieger and
Steve Wilkerson earned second-team honors, while
Jay Baum and Steven Duggar were named to the third
team. Seven Tigers in all earned All-ACC honors, tied for
second in the ACC.

Krieger led the team with a .338 batting average
(fifth in the ACC) along with 18 doubles, two hom-
ers, 32 RBIs, a .410 on-base percentage. Wilkerson,
a three-time, Second-Team AlI-ACC selection, hit .317
and led the team in homers (6) and RBIs (42) in 2014.

Boulware, a Johnny Bench Award Watch List mem-
ber, was another Tiger who had a solid 2014 campaign,
as he hit .302 with 16 doubles, four homers and 35
RBIs, while Duggar led the team in steals (25) and tied
for second in the ACC. Baum, Boulware, Duggar, Chris
Okey and Tyler Slaton started all 61 games in 2014 as
well. It marked the first time since 1989, when Clem-
son first tracked starts by position players, that Clemson
had more than three players start every game.

The pitching staff, who was 11th in the nation in
strikeouts per nine innings pitched (8.15), featured two
of the best starting pitchers in the ACC along with one
of the league’s best closers. Daniel Gossett was Clem-
son’s lone First-Team AII-ACC selection, as his 107
strikeouts were the most by a Tiger since 1996 (Kris
Benson).

Gossett, one of 21 semifinalists for the Golden
Spikes Award and a second-team All-American, was 7-2
with a 1.93 ERA (third in the ACC), two shutouts and
a .202 opponents’ batting average in 107.1 innings
pitched over 15 starts. He also received the Stowe
Award as Clemson’s most valuable pitcher and earned
wins over No. 1 Florida State and No. 2 Virginia during
the season.

Matthew Crownover, a Third-Team AllI-ACC selection,
was another starter who had a strong 2014 season. He
was 8-6 with a 2.90 ERA and 90 strikeouts against only
20 walks. Matt Campbell was Clemson’s top reliever.
He was 4-0 with eight saves, an 0.84 ERA, a .144 op-
ponents’ batting average and 45 strikeouts in 32.0 in-
nings pitched.

Prior to the season, a monumental honor was be-
stowed on the program'’s leader, Leggett. On January 3,
he was inducted into the ABCA Hall of Fame.

The year, which saw the Tigers finish ninth in the
nation in average home attendance, got underway with
a seven-game homestand, as Clemson won six of those
seven contests, highlighted by a three-game sweep of
Maine. The Tigers suffered a tough three-game sweep at
the hands of No. 3 South Carolina. Clemson led late in
two of those three games against the Gamecocks, then
fell at Western Carolina.

Duggar picked up where he left off in 2013, when
he ended the season on a nine-game hitting streak. He
hit safely in the first 10 games of 2014, meaning he
had a 19-game hitting streak over two seasons. Krieger
also had a 15-game hitting streak to start the year and
16-game hitting streak over two seasons.

The Tigers got back on track with 14 wins in their
next 18 games from early March to early April. Clem-
son opened the ACC slate with a three-game sweep of
Virginia Tech at home, then won two of three games at
Wake Forest.

After falling twice in three games to top-ranked Flor-
ida State, Clemson pounded Georgia 16-4 on the road
behind seven doubles and one homer.

The Tigers won both games of a rain-shortened se-
ries at Maryland by scores of 3-1 and 7-1 against a
team that made it to a super regional later in the year.
Crownover tossed a complete game in the second win of
the series. He allowed just four hits and no walks with
nine strikeouts.

Clemson won its next three games, including a 6-1
victory over Carlos Rodon and N.C. State in the series-
opener to improve to 9-3 in the ACC. But the Tigers
struggled during the next month against outstanding
teams in No. 2 Virginia and No. 11 Miami. On the road
against the Cavaliers, the eventual national runnerup,
the Tigers allowed just five runs in falling twice, both by
one run, in three games.

The Tigers managed to win two of three games at
Pittsburgh from April 18-20 in their first-ever games
against the Panthers.

Only three days apart, Zack Erwin and Gossett both
did something that had not been done by a Tiger since
2012...strike out 13 batters in a game. Erwin struck
out 13 in 7.0 innings pitched in Clemson’s 11-3 win
over Western Carolina on April 23, then Gossett struck
out 13 and allowed just one run in 9.0 innings pitched
against No. 11 Miami (Fla.) on April 26.

After final exams in May, Clemson won its next five
games, including two wins over both James Madison
and UNLV. Erwin tossed a six-hit shutout in the Tigers’
8-0 win over the Dukes on May 2.

Clemson closed the regular season with three wins
in four games, including two wins over Boston College
at home to clinch a winning conference record and the
No. 5 seed for the ACC Tournament.

In the finale, Clemson trailed 9-2 before rallying for
a dramatic 10-9 win in 13 innings. The Tigers were
behind 9-4 entering the bottom of the ninth inning and
scored one run before facing a 9-5 deficit with two outs.
Slaton, who received the Tiger Baseball Award, given to
the team’s best leader, hit a solo homer and Clemson
later loaded the bases for Jon McGibbon, who laced a
three-run double to tie the score. Baum, who led the
team with a .317 batting average in ACC regular-season
games, later his a two-out double to score Boulware for
the walkoff run.

Clemson, who finished in a tie for second place in
the ACC Atlantic Division standings, opened the ACC
Tournament with a 5-3 win over Duke, then defeated
No. 3 Miami (Fla.) 3-2. McGibbon came off the bench
to tie the score with a solo homer, then Wilkerson belted
a walkoff single.

The victory over the Hurricanes gave Leggett his
1,300th career win in 35 seasons as a head coach.
That win moved him into a tie for ninth place in all-time
wins as a Division | head coach.

The Tigers were selected to play in the NCAA Tour-
nament and were assigned to the Nashville Regional.
Clemson came up short against Oregon and Xavier in
the first-ever meetings against both schools.

Six Tigers were selected in the major league draft
after the season. Gossett was a second-round pick by

the QOakland Athletics, Wilkerson, who received the
Mitchell Award as Clemson’s most valuable player, was
an eighth-round selection by the Baltimore Orioles and
Campbell was a ninth-round pick of the Dodgers. Boul-
ware (16th round), Baum (21st round) and Crownover
(21st round) were also chosen on the final day of the
draft.
